 As of late, tensions have been high in the 

Ukraine, resulting in protests as well as the in-

volvement of other countries. 

 Ukraineôs problems stem from a decision 

by their president, Viktor Yanukovych, to aban-

don an agreement made with the European Un-

ion (E.U.) that would strengthen their ties with 

the rest of Europe. Instead, Yanukovych sought 

closer relation to Russia, which infuriated many 

natives of Ukraine. 

 This decision influenced over 300,000 

protesters to assemble in the streets of Ukraine 

demanding change. 

 What began as a peaceful protest quickly 

turned into one filled with violence; the first 

deaths occurred when police fired into a large 

group of protesters. 

 Not hindered by this assault, the battle 

for power began as protestors fought fire with 

fire, resorting to burning down buildings, 

amongst other riotous acts, resulting in several 

dead and hundreds injured. 

 In late February, protestors seized control 

of Ukraineôs capitol, Kyiv, at the same time the 

Ukranian parliament was voting to remove 

Yanukovych. 

 Problems in Ukraine continue to ensue 

even today as Russia annexed and invaded 

Ukraineôs city of Crimea. Ukraine was forced to 

withdraw the military forces in fear of losing 

more lives. 

 Russiaôs move to send military forces 

into Crimea has infuriated European nations and 

the United States alike. Many citizens are saying 

this is the most tension between the U.S. and 

Russia since the Cold War. It is no surprise that 

President Barack Obama has ended trade with 

Russia, cut off all relations, and put in place 

various other sanctions. 

 It seems that help will not be coming 

from Europe or the U.S because Ukraine is not a 

full member of the E.U. and Russia has the pow-

er to veto any action the E.U. would want to 

take. 

 Although many speculators are quick to 

say this conflict could lead to the U.S. deploying 

troops, and ultimately even a war with Russia, 

there is reason to be hopeful instead. The afore-

mentioned belief is mostly wrong due to the 

mass development of nuclear weapons in both 

countries. With that type of weaponry, there will 

most likely never be a conventional war between 

power countries as there was during World War 

I and II. It would take something massive for the 

U.S. to actually deploy troops. 

 The real concern for citizens should be 

the economic impact of the sanctions placed 

against Russia; this could have a severe effect on 

the global market.

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Missing Malaysian 

Airliner remains lost

 There has been much speculation about 

the whereabouts of the Malaysian airliner, Flight 

370, that went missing on Saturday, March 8, 

2014, with 230 people on board.

The main concern now is 

finding the ship remains before the battery of the 

black box runs out.

Senior Curtis Hauk said, ñIt is a sad situation 

and scary thinking that a plane can disappear 

without a trace.ò 

 Maybe this event will push countries to 

start creating better ways to track, communicate 

and protect their citizens while traveling.  There 

needs to be a better way to comprehend how a 

situation like this happens and how it can be pre-

vented it in the future. 

 The emotional effect that families are 

now struggling to cope with is exten-

sive.  Hopefully, in the near future, a resolution 

can come to this great disaster and the real cause 

of disappearance can finally be revealed.   

 It would bring peace to the families of 

those lost in the crash and the world if this plane 

was found and the cause was known. One can 

hope that with a resurgence in search efforts, cit-

izens will soon have answers to their questions.
